Welcome to the 2008 Clerical Medical Parish Walk. The Parish Walk provides a
unique challenge to all the entrants and it has captured the imagination of the
Manx folk over the years. This year the race has attracted an all-time record entry
of 1598. Ahead lies a test of stamina and endurance over 85 miles and 17 Parish
Churches all which must be passed before returning to Douglas Promenade
within the 24 hour time limit.
Last year saw Robbie Callister regain his Parish Walk crown when he won the
race for a fifth time. This year he wears the coveted number one vest. All the
entrants who have finished the parish walk previously are seeded 1 to 178.
The committee would like to extend its thanks to Clerical Medical for their
continued support for the event. Without their valuable input it would be
impossible to run the Parish Walk at the high standard that has been expected.
Our thanks are also extended to Manx Telecom who in conjunction with Sportident
UK are sponsoring the electronic timing and results service. Manx Telecom are
also providing a text service to nominated support crew members with race
information. Colebourn�s are providing the technology for the information screens
at the finish. The committee is grateful to Murray Lambden for maintaining our
website www.parishwalk.com and to our feed station sponsors Barclays Private
Bank, 3FM, Shoprite, MannVend, Robinsons and HSBC.
We are also grateful to the Department of Tourism & Leisure for their support and
to the Civil Defence for their help.
This year sees the inaugural HBOS Challenge which constitutes a race within a
race for charity. The 23 nominated teams are wearing a different coloured T-shirt
and are numbered 179 to 247. The team that raises the most money and walks
the furthest and fastest will win an award sponsored by HBOS.
I would like to thank the organising committee of Liz Corran, Karen Kneale, Allan
Callow, Kevin Walmsley, Martin Lambden, Winston Liu, Tracy Cook, Debbie
Walmsley and Geoff Walmsley who have freely given of their time and efforts over
the past six months.
Finally a big thank you to all the marshals, checkers-in, ambulance crews, police
specials and all the people who year after year turn out in the dead of night to help
with the Parish Walk.
To all competitors, please read and observe the rules carefully and obey the
instructions of the marshals. Please note that there are certain time limits for
passing some of the churches. Once you have completed your walk please
ensure that your timing bracelet is handed in to the officials.

PARISH WALK
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ADVICE FOR SUPPORT DRIVERS
1. Display your numbers clearly on the front and rear window screen.

2. Do not stop on the �No Stopping Zones� which are:
� On the Peel Road from Braddan Bridge to Marown.
� On the A26 St Marks Road between the Braaid Roundabout

and the turn off for the Cleaynagh Road.
� On the Castletown Road from the junction with the Cleaynagh

Road to the junction with the Oatlands Road.
� On the Castletown Road from the junction with the Old

Castletown Road to the junction with the Orrisdale Road.
� On the St Marks to Ballasalla Road from the junction with the

Orrisdale Road to Ballasalla.
Assistance to race walkers along these areas is forbidden and failure to
adhere to this regulation may lead to time penalties and disqualification
of the walker. There will be feed stations provided along the early part
of the course.

3. The following roads will be closed for all traffic:
� The Cleaynagh Road.
� The Orrisdale Road � Derby Road, Peel.
Please find an alternative route. 

4. The following roads are open to race traffic only, for parking and
assisting race walkers:
� Glen Darragh Road.
� The Oatlands Road.
� The Old Castletown Road.
� The Ballasalla to Ballabeg Road.
� Church Road, Rushen.
� The Sloc Road.
� The Dalby Road.

5. Stop only where you can park SAFELY. Be aware of road junctions and
dangerous bends.

6. Do not attempt to drive alongside walkers.

7. Be aware of the safety of other walkers & road users.

8. Please keep off, agricultural land including hedges. Stay off walls, sod
hedges and keep to the highway.

9. Do not leave litter or discard waste food. Take home all your litter or
use litter bins.

10. Switch on hazard lights when parked on the road.

11. You must wear bright or reflective clothing, especially at night.
Reflective bibs are on sale at the check-in.

12. Do not make excessive noise in residential areas during the night.
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Every year that I compile this brief history I�m able to concentrate on a new
achievement of some kind, and this year the focus has to be on the timing system from
Sportident, sponsored by Manx Telecom. Apart from an occasional glitch, the reports
came on-line almost immediately, even allowing for the gentleman who thought that
dibbers were optional, and the texting service was probably a first at any event. This has
alleviated one of the problems faced by Manx Harriers due to the massive expansion of
the race over recent years. Ironically 2007 saw the first reduction in entries for many
years, with 1329 walkers recorded, and 152 finishers.

In 2008 we welcome the Civil Defence to our ranks of helpers. They will help with
communications and support, particularly on the Northern stretches, and at the finish.

The course and start time have been amended over the years to accommodate the
massive increase in entries safely, but independent measurement has confirmed the
accuracy of those alterations. The new roundabouts at Braddan Bridge have not
significantly altered things. Matters out of our control have caused late amendments, Kart
racing in Peel, and rock falls at Bulgham being the most serious in past years.

Entry levels have varied over the long history of the event, with organisers delighted
with 100 or more in the 1980�s, with finisher numbers varying from only Steve Gardner in
1979, to 44 in 2001. The last 6 years have seen an explosion in interest with 839 starter
in 2002 (63 finishers), 934 in �03 (64), 1079 in �04 (100), 1133 in �05 (98), and then the
phenomenon that was 2006 with 1351 starters and 163 completing the full 85 miles.
Derek Harrison saw his long standing record time of 15 hours, 20 minutes, absolutely
destroyed. This had been threatened over previous years with times within a few minutes
of his mark, but nobody could have sanely predicted that Sean Hands would take 33
minutes off it!. The record now stands at 14 hours 47 minutes, which is better than 101/2
minutes per mile.

This programme lists this years�s entrants and past winners, with David Callister now
having completed the race on 24 consecutive occasions, and a growing number of
multiple finishers.

It must now be 15 years since the late Arthur Jones retired from the post of race
secretary, but no brief history of this fantastic event could be complete without paying
tribute to the man without whom this race would probably be only a memory. Arthur not
only walked to Peel most years in his famous sandals, but made all equipment needed
from cast-offs � no sponsors in those days. Numbers cut out of lino, reflective bibs, score
cards, checkers boards, nothing was beyond his ingenuity. Having had a brief sleep at
home in Ballasalla, he was then to be telephoned so that he could be in place at Lonan
to check in the few hardy souls that made it that far, and fill the time by writing all the
certificates.

To everyone attempting this fantastic event I offer best wishes and good luck, but
remember, to truly claim that you have �done the Parish� first you have to cross that line
on Douglas promenade within 24 hours.
